I The input functionget() and output function put( )

1) The input operator >> skips leading  white space

This is acceptable for numeric values but unacceptable when we are inputing characters. In this case, we can use the get( ) function.

cin.get(charvar)

Can be used to read the next character from cin and it 

2) The output operators  << can be used to output any type of values. An alternative is to use the put( ) function

cout.put (expression)


to output the value of expression to count

II. fstreams

(A) Recall that iostream.h declares the streams cin and cout and automatically established connections between them and the keyboard and screen respectively. 



For input from or output to a file (ex. Myfile.dat) on desk, 


We must: 

1) declare a stream

2) establish a connection between the stream and the file

(B) Declaring file Stream

Ex1. Declare two file ofstream Instream and Outstream:


#include <iostream.h>


ifstream 



Instream; //input stream

(C) Connecting a file stream with a file

a) This is known as opening the file, which can be accomplished in one of two ways:

1) FstreamName.open(FileName, FileOpenMode);
